· The paragraph mark at the end of this line is in bold
· The bold effect  starts on the previous line and continues onto this line
· This will cause the macro to loop

· This is a sample using italics
· In this sample only the paragraph mark at the end of the previous line is in italics

· The macro will still loop in this situation

The behaviours described above only seem to occur in a bullet list, and only if the formatting starts on the paragraph mark.  If the ConvertLists function is executed before ConvertBold/Italic then the behaviour is not seen, but of course the converted bullet list is adversely affected by the subsequent ConvertBold call.

I also had a problem when the space in between two italicised words was not italicised.  This is a sample but I have not been able to replicate the behaviour here. Rather than ‘invisibly looping’ like in previous cases the macro continually added more _ markers to the start and end of the third word.

A small bug which doesn’t halt operations is that if a word is in bold or italics, and the trailing space is also in bold/italics, then a space will be placed before the trailing * or _.  This is only a small annoyance which is outweighed by the usefulness of this macro.
